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Day 1

Assemble at Singapore Changi Airport for your flight to Sao
Paulo, the largest city of Brazil !

Day 2 (D)

Day 6

and it includes 275 separate falls which spans almost 2 miles.
Visit Brazil's Iguazu National Park, the largest of its kind in
the south. Descend along a pathway with the wonder of -
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-nature surrounding you. If time permits, you may experience,
jetboat ride to the base of the falls by your own expense.

Day ]

Discover the breathtaking lguazu Falls in the northeastern
part of Argentina.

Today, tour kicks off at Huayllano, the lake port serving the
island of Taquile, where the locals warmly greet visitors. The
island preserves its traditions, customs, and vibrant attire.

Experience firsthand their way of
life by participating in activities like weaving inside one of
their homes. Indulge in a tasty lunch prepared with local
ingredients. Next, head to the floating islands of Uros,
constructed with layers of totora reeds, serving as both
homes and workplaces for the inhabitants.



Day16

Begin your journey by heading to Juliaca airport for a

domestic flight to Lima. Upon arrival, explore the
sophisticated San lIsidro district before making your way to
the stunning Miraflores area. This upscale district features El
Malecon, a 6km stretch of parks and gardens perched atop
cliffs that descend more than 80 meters below. Don't miss
the opportunity to shop at the distinctive Larcomar Mall
while taking in breathtaking views of the Pacific Ocean.

Today, take a moment to explore the historic heart of Lima at
Plaza Mayor. Surrounding this picturesque square are
significant landmarks such as the Government Palace, home
to the President of Peru, the baroque-style Cathedral of
Lima, City Hall, and The Archbishop’s Palace. Afterwards,
venture to the Convent of San Francisco, renowned as the
most extensive collection of colonial arts and cultural heritage
in the Americas.
